Impact investing is financial investments designed to have a positive impact on society, while providing potential long-term 
returns. The 2022 survey was conducted among a representative sample of 1,007 U.S. adults, 1,004 UK adults, 1,003 adults 
in Germany, 1,005 adults in Australia and 1,002 adults in Singapore 18 years of age and older from December 12-14, 2022, 
in the U.S. and December 9–14, 2022 internationally. The study was fielded using Big Village’s Online CARAVAN Omnibus 
Survey. The results from the survey were weighted by age, sex, geographic region, race and education to ensure reliable 
and accurate representation of the adult U.S., UK, Germany, Singapore and Australia populations. 

Greenwashing – Greenwashing is the process of conveying a false impression or misleading information about how a 
company’s products are environmentally sound.
